DRIVE THROUGH TIME.
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“The Libbey Stanley”

Winfield Scott Libbey was born in Avon, Maine inetishadow of Mount Blue in 1851. After he became
successful in the textile industry in Lewiston,dfeen returned nostalgically to the Mount Blue aréte
built a summer home in Wayne on a hill with a dracmaiew of Mount Blue and appropriately, a lovely
stained glass window depicting Mount Blue marks laist resting place at Lewiston’s Riverside
Cemetery. He loved machinery and speed. In 1@0gunchased a 30 hp Model K Stanley “semi-racer.
He used it to commute from Wayne to his home artimiLewiston. It has been told that he wouldeac
the steam trains along the flat stretch of roaGirene, on his way to Lewiston. It is also rumaieat

his son, Harold, drove it 100 mph at Old Orcharade

Eventually, after a National won the IndianapolB05he bought one of them, solely because of its
reputed speed. The Stanley retired with 1913 platesvas stored in the Libbey home in Lewiston.. W
Scott Libbey died in 1914 and the car revertedisosion, W. Scott Libbey Jr. The National, a togrin
was stripped down in the ‘20s and made into a edomeit. It eventually went to the family of one of
Scott's aunts and was moved to New Hampshire. a$ wold in 1976, and its whereabouts is now
unknown.

In 1947, Scott’s friend George Davis of Davis Cladil asked if he could borrow the Steamer for a car
show at the Lewiston Armory. It was placed in ampment place of the raised stage. According ta Pa
Libbey (Scott’'s son) over the course of the showas vandalized by some young boys, breaking the
front fenders, smashing lamps and the bulb horntarasfrom the car.

It was then put in storage at the barn in Waynesreh would visit it upon occasion in the late 48wl
50’s. In the years after that, Paul Libbey did asroetic restoration, making new front fenders and
repainting parts of the body.

In 1980 the car was moved to Maynard Leighton’sagarin Winthrop with the intention of making it
drivable again. Maynard and Paul rewound and egtube boiler, put on new tires and a Jurgensoerwat
level gauge. Maynard became ill and arranged &fallee car from Paul to Richard Paine of Seals Cove
with the intention that Bob Barnes of Waterville wl@ continue the restoration. He disassembledtdne
Maynard had now died and sadly, Bob later passed on

The Steamer is now on display at the Seal Cove Musevith the engine and all parts strewn about it.
With permission of the museum, Ken Clark and | eatdd its condition with hopes we could reassemble
it and provide for a more dignified display. Weufal the engine to be free, but the body had detted
badly. There is a new burner casting, but thevonk for the boiler cover and burner case wouldehew

Paul says th&319
plates were nailed to the barn wall and naturalig,not survive.

It is believed the Libbey Stanley is one of thregioal Model Ks that still survive. If you apprete
steam, despite its appearance now, you know wham@ressive and beautiful thing it is.
